Eligibility & 
Field 

1. Equal to or less than 102 players. 
2. Professional players: According to 2023 Wistron Ladies Open Priority List 
3. Amateur players: Taiwanese Only. 

A. Females age from 12 to 24, with a handicap of 4 or less (handicap verification 
required within 6 months).   

B. The order of priority:  
a. 2023 TLPGA Amateur players ranking system  
b. The World Amateur Golf Rankings 

Entry Fee TLPGA Tour Member: $2,500NTD  
Non-TLPGA Tour member: $4,000NTD 
Pay at the tournament office during the registration. 

Format  1. The tournament will be played over 72holes (4 rounds) stroke play.  
2. Player will be cut if she scores over 88 (including 88) in the first round. 
3. The cut line for the final round will be at the top 60 Pros (including ties). Amateur 

players will follow the same format to enter the final round. 
4. Where a tie occurs at the champion tourney, a sudden death play-off of one extra hole 

is to be adopted on a hole-by-hole basis until a winner emerges. Note: When pros and 
amateurs (or amateur and amateurs) scores are tied the first place, the extra hole of a 
sudden death will occur; the hole will be decided by the committee. When an amateur 
player wins the championship, she will be awarded the trophy, while the best 
professional player receives the prize. 

5. When tie occurs except the winner,  
a. For pro- players: The total prize money for the tied players will be pooled and 

equally distributed to such tied players. 
b. For am- players: The result will depend on the best performance of the final round. 

If a re-tie occurs, the result will depend on the scores from 18th hole-by-hole 
backwards of final round until the outcome appears. 

6. The tournament follows the latest R&A international golf rules and the tournament 
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commission’s local rules; all commission rulings are deemed as final. 
7. Whenever players finish more than (including) two rounds, prize money will be 

awarded according to the prize distribution table. When the tournament cannot be 
completed because of the harsh weather, the committee applies the TLPGA 
regulation. If players finish one round, then 70% of prize money will be distributed to 
top 60 pros (including ties). If the tournament cannot finish one round, every pro 
player receives $10,000NTD travel expenses. 

8. If the tournament is canceled due to the harsh weather or for other force-majeure 
circumstances, caddie fee for that day must be honored. If the tournament is canceled 
after teeing off, players shall also pay the play fee. 

9. If the tournament encounters a typhoon, when the local government of the course 
announces the suspension of school and work, the tournament will not be held at 
that day. 

Play Fee House caddie only.  
1. Play fee/per round: $3,000NTD (1:3 caddie arrangement) 
2. R1&R2 caddie fee: Pay at registration. 
3. R3&R4 caddie fee: Pay prior to the R3 tee time. 

Registration October 24 (Tue.) 06:00-14:00 
1. Every participant must sign the registration sheet in the tournament office during 

registration time.  
2. Failure to sign the registration sheet without a proper/acceptable reason, player 

would be deemed for not participating the tournament. 
3. The submission of the passport copy is mandatory for the local government’s tax 

purpose.

2. Ticket to be used for all expense in the venue during the tournament.

4. All players who made the cut are mandatory to attend the Trophy Ceremony. 50% of the 

prize Money will be fined if the player absence from the Trophy Ceremony.

8. Players are allowed to use distance-measuring devices with competition mode to turn off 
the slope-reading function during this tournament.

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TLPGA Tour Practice Regulations 

A. The following exercises should be allowed: 

(1) The players only; 

(2) In designated practice areas only; and 

(3) Within the specified time only. 

B. In each event, players have the responsibility to pay attention to the rules of practice. 

C. If possible, players should complete the registration before the start of the practice round. If your practice 

round begins before the start of the registration, such procedures should be carried out immediately after 

the practice round is completed. 

D. During practice days, players must be aware of their pace of play and the distance between the groups in 

front and behind. Players can play an extra ball in the following situations: 

(1) Miss the fairway on his/her tee shot. 

(2) Miss the green when approaching the green. 

(3) No more than 3 chip shots on the edge of the green, and such play does not damage the course. 

(4) Up to two shots can be made towards the green from a greenside bunker. Other bunker practice shots 

must be played away from the green (maximum 2 times). 

E. However, the above clauses do not apply in the following situations: 

(1) If there is another group of players waiting behind, no additional practice shots are allowed. 

(2) Once the latter group is ready to approach the green, the players on the green must leave quickly. 

 

Encourage players to: 

- Wear flat shoes during the practice period after the practice/ competition round; and 

- Please pay attention to the damage to the course caused by the practice. 

Disciplinary sanctions： 

Highest fine － NT$10,000 
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2023 Wistron Ladies Open Priority List 

I. The following priority regards to a Member's playing status for Standard Tournament fields:  

1. Members in the Top 60 on the Final 2022 Tour Official Point List, and have competed in 4 or more official 

tournaments in the 2022 season. 

2. Winner of the Final 2022 Tour Official Money List (3 years exemption).   

3. Only TLPGA Tour members who have won an Official Tournament (the year of win plus 1 year exemption. If 

multiple wins, 1 extra year to be added). This priority only granted to TLPGA Tour members.   

Note: 2020-2022 winners are included (TLPGA Member must compete in 4 or more official tournaments) 

4. 2023 QT (Qualifying Tournament: November 23~25, 2022) Top 20 players  

5. Exemption: 23 players (Handicap must be 4 or under, if the exemption players are amateur players)  

(a) Up to 15 invitations by the 2023 Rolex Ranking before Top 400. (The ranking until August 31, 2023, shall 

prevail.) 

(b) Up to 3 invitations by the sponsors and Up to 2 invitations by TLPGA. 

(c) Up to 3 invitations by the host venue.  

6. Final 2022 Tour Official Point Ranking Pos. 61~80.  

7. Members finishing Pos. 21~50 at the 2023 QT (Qualifying Tournament: November 23~25, 2022)   

8. A QT related to the certain tournaments.  

9. Members finishing Pos. 81 and after on the Final 2022 Tour Official Point List.  

10. Players finishing Pos. 51 and after at the 2023 QT (Qualifying Tournament: November 23~25, 2022)   

Note: Categories 7-10 will be merged as one category and a re-rank may occur during the middle of season, with 

priority base on the order of the current year's Tour Point List. List will be updated accordingly.  

11. Players who compete in any official tournaments in 2022 and never earned any points. Players who entered the 

tournament through qualifying rounds. (TLPGA Member must compete in 4 or more official tournaments) 

12. Members of the 2022 TLPGA Tour.  

Note: A Member must compete in any official tournaments in 2022, to be included in the final 2022 Tour Official 

Point List. TLPGA Member must compete in 4 or more official tournaments. 

Exception: The number may be lowered for players whose total possible numbers of starts have been restricted to 

less than 4 solely due to her qualification status.  

  

II. Exceptions based on type of Tournament:  

1. The priority list might not apply to co-sanctioning tournaments, co-organized tournaments, etc. In these cases, 

other Rules and Regulations will apply.  

2. To be eligible for the priority entry status, one must be a member of Tour. If a player loses her membership, all 

exemptions are lost accordingly.  

  

III. Tournament Field Size:  

1. A Standard Tournament must have a minimum of 75 professional players in the field.  

2. A co-sanction tournament must have a minimum of 30 entry allocated for TLPGA Tour members (with 

exception for co-sanctioning with US LPGA).
